Math Reminders/Procedures:

Ask your student what may need to be replenished- dry erase markers, pencils (no mechanical pencils), cap erasers etc. A conduct mark will be issued to students without supplies. Students may not use a pen on any assignments in math class. Points will be deducted if a pen is used. 

Please review vocabulary nightly. Topics 11 and 16 are very centered around reading and vocabulary as well as critical thinking and problem solving.
