Edgenuity MyPath includes two computer-based placement
assessments (one for reading and one math) that will be used
to recommend an ILP based on each student’s performance.

The MyPath assessment is used as a diagnostic screening
tool to identify students who may need additional academic
support and monitor student growth.

In addition, MyPath can help teachers determine appropriate
instructional areas and skills to focus on during small group
intervention instruction.
