• You will need an ACT TICKET in order to gain access to 
your testing room/test on the day that you have 
registered.  NO TICKET, NO TEST…..

• You will need an OFFICIAL IDENTIFICATION along with 
your ACT TICKET when you test.  This can be a school ID, 
your driver’s license, passport, or a school identification 
verification form.  If you need to do the school ID 
verification form, you will need to see your counselor 
BEFORE TESTING so that it can be completed!

• Take #2 pencils (NOT MECHANICAL) if doing 
paper/pencil testing, your own personal calculator, and 
a snack/water for break!  

• Be responsible.  This test COULD save you and your 
family $$$$ in scholarships…..get plenty of rest, eat a 
good breakfast, etc.  TAKE IT SERIOUSLY! :D
