An African-American music

that traverses a wide range of
emotions and musical styles.

“Feeling Blue” is expressed in
songs whose words talk about

longing for a better life and
lost loves, jobs and money, etc.

Very similar to jazz in sound
and instrumentation, but is
typically slower

How Do We Describe Blues?

cComo describimos el blues?

Blues also had call and response,
which was often found in slave songs
as well.

Similar instruments to jazz, but we
see the addition of:

X Harmon-ica

X Acoustic guitar

This music often was very slow and
had very sad lyrics while still
remaining soulful.
