ALL Division of Early Childhood professional development sessions are entered into the
Professional Learning Zone (PLZ) platform. MSCS staff may register for courses in PLZ by
either searching the online course catalog or entering the PLZ course code connected to a
particular session. Advanced registration in PLZ ends the day before a session is scheduled to
occur. While not required, advanced registration is recommended to reserve a space and help
to ensure that the proper number of materials are prepared.
