FAST FACTS FOR PRINCIPALS
DETAILS AND LOCATIONS

Grades 1-9: The 2022 SLA will provide five weeks
(June 13 - July 15) of reading and math instruction
as well as intervention and physical activity for rising
1st through 9th graders.

High School: A coveted two-week (June 13-24) ACT
Prep camp will be held for high school students.

Locations: Due to extensive construction slated to
occur this summer, SLA locations will be clustered
based on proximity and capacity.

FAST FACTS FOR PRINCIPALS
WHO SHOULD ATTEND?

This year's Summer Learning Academy (SLA) focuses
on two priority areas:

Academic Support: Students in grades 1-9 (rising)
receive support for learning needs and remediation
to address learning loss.

ACT Prep: High school students are encouraged to
take advantage of a two-week ACT prep camp.

New this year, current 2nd graders who
are not meeting at least 8 of 12 of the
Third Grade Commitment's Criteria for
Success are REQUIRED to attend SLA.

FAST FACTS FOR PRINCIPALS
REGISTRATION

The SLA registration process will require strong
school-level communication support during the
registration period March 29 to April 22.

It is recommended to combine mass communication
to all students with personal outreach to families of
individual students to ensure they understand the
importance of registering their students to get the
necessary supports.
